	Music

	001
	Mid shot presenter to camera (PTC) indoors. 
	Presenting on camera doesn’t come naturally to everyone.  It may seem like a daunting task. In truth, with a few professional tips and a little practice, you can hone your delivery, and engage your audience confidently.


	002
	Close up, couple of different kinds of ‘tell me with your eyes’ looks to camera. 
	First things first let's talk about eye contact. 

Now strong eye contact is critical for any kind of presentation and without good eye contact, it can be hard for viewers to stay engaged.


	003
	Demonstration 




	Think about the expression you have during an interesting conversation; eyes open not squinting, eyebrows expressive not furrowed, gaze focused but not staring. 

Voice Over:- Think of your presentation like a 1-1 conversation, the only difference being, this conversation is through the camera lens or via the interviewer.

	Demonstration
	Next, think about your hands and voice. 

Articulation is a key part of verbal communication, and motivated hand gestures can effectively compliment the message of your presentations.


	005
	Text on screen: Show don’t tell.



Either side of the presenter, then hand towards their chest, followed by towards the camera.  
	Start with finding a good resting place for your hands, together in front of you in a comfortable neutral position. 

From here, make motivated gestures, say, compare one idea to another. Or state your opinion and ask the audience for theirs. 

However, don’t over-do it!  Just like articulation, gesturing that is too flashy, too frequent or unmotivated can be really distracting and misdirect people’s attention.

Breathe, take your time, you’ve got this!

	ECU, MID, WIDE feet
	Next up, think about your feet and posture. 

Begin by finding a comfortable neutral position with your feet planted firmly on the ground roughly in alignment with your shoulders.  A small jump on the spot can help here.
